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Committee resit of a negatively assessed examination
Legal principles:
In accordance with § 77 (2) Universities Act as amended in connection with § 28 part of TU Graz Statute “Legal Regulations for Academic Affairs”, students are allowed to resit negatively assessed examinations a total of four times. Negatively assessed examinations of the teacher training programme for secondary education as a bachelor’s or master’s programme may only be retaken three times. All entries for the same examination subject in all relevant subject studies will be counted against the number of permitted examination entries at Graz University of Technology. However, the third and fourth resit must take place before a committee, if the examination was held in the form of a single examination. Upon written application by the student, this also applies for the second resit.

Statute TU Graz § 28 (2): Negatively assessed examinations of the teacher training programme for secondary education as a bachelor’s or master’s programme may only be retaken three times.

Statute TU Graz § 21 (2): With their registration, students are entitled to submit applications for:
1.  the examiners;
2.  the examination date, and 
3.  holding the examination using an alternative method to the examination method specified in the curriculum.

Statute TU Graz § 24 (4): At the last permissible repetition of the last compulsory examination of the degree programme, the committee must have at least five members, provided that all compulsory examinations of the study have already been passed except for the relevant examination and the master's examination.
4
Statute TU Graz § 24 (3): If the examination is the last possible retake of an examination, it shall be held in the form of a single examination and the relevant Dean of Studies shall be a member of the examination committee and shall chair the examination.
5
Regulation of the Rectorate regarding the responsibilities in study-related legal matters and the determination of the applicable statute for NAWI Graz degree programmes § 1 (3): In NAWI Graz degree programmes, the Dean of Studies of the university is responsible, where the student takes the respective examination. Examination dates are offered by the university at which the related course is held.
